In June army bases were established in Nebaj, Cotzal, Chajul, and Finca La Perla.

1982
Massacres began in Ixcán under Lucas García as President—see Ricardo Falla, Massacres in the Jungle .





Rios Montt, an evangelical, became president by means of a coup; massacres include native Christians.

Tomas Guzaro brought 287 people from Salquil to Nebaj to escape war.

Lixh’s father (and 8 others) were killed by the army

Manuel’s parents were “behind guerilla lines” and he could not communicate with them.

Under Rios Montt 50 evangelical pastors disappeared, 10 were jailed, 35 murdered and others fled the country

Ray asked by State Department to serve as Ixil/English translator for Tomas and others

Steve, Manuel & Elaine continued Ixil Fund work through Pastor’s association.

Helen & Ray organized relief through Billy Graham organization which Ixil Fund continued





“Love Lift” formed and Ray & Helen revisited Ixil country.

1994- Helen Elliot and 13 teachers begin Light & Life School in Salquil Grande near Nebaj

1995



Sharon Rosenwald assigned by Wycliffe to work in Nebaj.

1999     Ray & Helen retired to Oklahoma;
Dwight Jewett continues NINT translation work
